The Great War aka The War to End All Wars: Although believed to last only 4 months and be done by Christmas, the war lasted 4 years from 1914-1918 and was later called World War I.  It was the largest and bloodiest war that had ever been fought in Europe at the time.  WWI became the defining event of the early 20th century for it set the foundation for WWII and it marked the beginning of the end of Europe’s moral and material hegemony (control) over the world.

4) Propaganda Poster (DUE Friday January 26th): In a small group of no more than three, you will create a World War I propaganda poster.  You will receive one full in-class day to work on the poster.  The poster will be due on Friday, January 26th and must include all components given to you.  In addition to turning in the poster, each group must present their poster, what it means, what it stands for, and what symbols they used to gain the attention of the people.

6) Unit Test (Friday February 2nd): Unit test will be on Friday, February 2nd.  The test will have three components to it: 1. Map Questions; 2. Short Answer Responses (All responses must be between 3-8 sentences in length); 3. Document Analysis. You will have the opportunity to complete a study guide and turn in before the test to receive up to 10% extra credit on the test.
